Chronic HCV can result in serious health issues that can lead to liver
disease, liver failure, and liver-related death.

when poor infection-control practices are used.

Less commonly, HCV is transmitted through sexual

contact with an infected partner. Living with HIV or another sexually
transmitted infection or having multiple sexual partners increases
the risk of sexual transmission. Use condoms to avoid infection or
reinfection of HCV and other sexually transmitted infections.
